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4. Additional tests, treatments or vaccinations may be required for your pet to stay in the hospital for surgery. Make sure you contact the veterinarian’s office regarding their requirements. You’ll have to pay for any additional tests, treatments or vaccinations. If it has been done before surgery, please bring the paperwork from the veterinarian who administered the vaccine to your appointment. 


5. At the time of the surgery other services are also available for an additional cost (voucher is good only for spay or neuter and 1st rabies vaccine). These include: heartworm testing, deworming, nail trimming, micro chipping, flea control, heartworm prevention, etc. These may be done at the time of surgery, or you may schedule an appointment before or after surgery. There could be additional costs if the animal is pregnant, in heat, over 60 lbs, or if it’s a male cat or dog with a retained testicle. Contact the Veterinarian Office regarding the additional services and costs.


6.  If you decide to use your own veterinarian (a vet not listed in this brochure) you must pay their price and then send our office the pink copy of the voucher with a copy of your paid in full receipt.  Please make sure your veterinarian completes the bottom of the voucher.  We will in turn reimburse you only the amount stated on your voucher.

Congratulations on the adoption of your new pet!


Within the next 30 days you must spay/neuter your new pet, and also vaccinate for rabies. These services are part of what you paid for today with your adoption fee. Here are some guidelines to help you:


1. You will need to call and schedule an appointment with one of the animal hospitals that honor our voucher.


2. When scheduling the appointment please make sure you get the following information:


a. What time you must drop your pet off (normally 7:00-9:00 am).


b. What time you should stop feeding/watering your pet the night before the surgery. 


3. Bring your paperwork from Levy County Animal Services with you to your appointment. Failure to bring the paperwork will result in you being charged full price for the surgical procedure. Paperwork that is more than 30 days old will not be honored; unless our office has approved additional time.
