You understand that you may be asked for an in home inspection before we finalize the application.



You understand that food, kennels, litter, miscellaneous items, and all medical expenses are provided by Partners for Pets.  If you choose to buy any of the needed items without approval from Katie you are responsible for the bill(s).



You understand if your pet needs medical attention you MUST contact Katie at (618) 973-1030 immediately.



You understand that Partners for Pets only deals with two veterinarian clinics, Horseshoe Lake Animal Hospital in Collinsville, IL and St. Louis Pet Clinic in St. Louis, MO.  Our pets are only to be seen at one of these two vets.



You understand that you cannot call and set up any vet appointments for your fostered animal. You must contact Katie to set up any appointments.



You understand that every animal you foster has an unknown medical background and must be kept separated from your own personal pet(s). Failure to do so can endanger your pet(s) health.  These endangerments are including but not limited to parvo, ringworm, upper reparatory infections, etc.



You understand that Partners for Pets can not be held liable for any and all illness that your personal pet(s) sustain while you are volunteering/fostering with Partners for Pets.



You understand that you are also susceptible to illness through your fostered pet(s) and cannot hold Partners for Pets liable for any illnesses or injury caused by your foster animal(s).



You agree to abide by all applicable state, county, and municipal laws applicable to animals and their care.



You understand that Partners for Pets has the right to terminate your fostering agreement at any time with out your approval.
