50 Years and Counting
It seems like the Belleville Area Humane Society has

always been around to help local pets looking for homes.  In
reality, they opened their doors in Feb, 1959.

What started as an idea by two women sitting on a front
porch became reality in 1959 when the formation of the
Belleville Area Humane Society was completed with the
election of the first board of directors and officers.  Inez
Uphoff, Georgeana Frick, Marilyn Heidelberg and about 20
other area residents chartered the society to help stray, abused
and unwanted animals.  At that time there was no shelter
building.  Animals were kept by members at their homes.
Sometimes members would have as many as 12 animals at a
time.

Five years later, the society housed animals in a wooden
barn on a small tract of land it bought at 1301 South 11th St.
Within another five years, the society had raised enough
money to build a small cinder block shelter with cages and
pens on the land.  It eventually was enlarged to include small
runs, small cages, an office and a kitchen.  In 1989, an
addition valued at $100,000 started which is essentially the
structure we use today.

The Humane Society's back bone has always been it's
volunteer base.  Many people gave much of their lives to help
the animals that have come through the shelter.  Inez Uphoff
was instrumental in the banning of steel traps that used to
injure many animals in the 50s and 60s.  Carol Lesko was a
long-time president who gave many years of her life to the
shelter.  Waldo Hamann donated dog houses for 20 or more
years.  The list goes on and on.  I am a new member and wish
I would have had the pleasure to meet and speak with many
of those who are not even with us anymore.

All of our work is possible because of the generous
donations we receive.  You can do your part for homeless pets
by giving to this years membership drive and by having your
pet spayed or neutered.  Please find the enclosed membership
envelope within this newsletter.  Your gift will be used to care
for the animals who rely on the Humane Society.  Thank you
in advance for your consideration and generosity.

Heartworm Disease: A Hidden Danger

What’s 12 to 14 inches long, is spread by mosquitos, and kills dogs? If you answered “a heartworm”,
you’re correct! These nasty parasites live in the right side of the heart and pulmonary arteries, and with
each beat of the heart, damage the heart valves and the lining of the heart. Because they live in the
circulatory system, you will never see a dog pass a heartworm. Instead, these worms insidiously
damage the heart and mechanically plug it up, creating right-sided heart failure. We live in an endemic
area for heartworms; our mosquito population is so dense, that 85% of dogs that are not on heartworm
prevention will at some point in their lives become infected with this parasite.

Fortunately, heartworms are easy to prevent! Once your dog has had a negative blood test for heartworms, your veterinarian will
prescribe a chewable medication to give once a month, year-round to prevent him from becoming infected. Year-round prevention
is extremely important; the American Heartworm Society recommends year-round prevention for our geographic area because we
are far south enough to get an occasional 65-degree day, even in the winter months, when mosquitos may be active. We
routinely see dogs who have stopped taking preventative during the cooler months become infected with heartworms. If a dog
does become infected with heartworms, treatment is possible with an arsenical compound given by injection into the lower back
muscles. This kills the heartworms, but often causes the dog to become lethargic and inappetent for up to a week. If the
heartworms have permanently damaged the heart, the dog may not be a good candidate for treatment, or may continue to
exhibit signs of heart failure even after the worms have been killed. Dogs who have clinical signs of heart failure (coughing, pale
mucous membranes, fluid build-up in the abdomen) may need to receive medication to stabilize heart function prior to attempting
treatment.

Common myths concerning heartworms include, “My dog’s an indoor dog-he can’t get heartworms!” or, “My Malamute has such
thick hair that I don’t have to worry about mosquitos biting him.” The truth is that ALL dogs can get heartworms, even dogs that
live indoors. Even if the dog goes outside for 90 seconds to eliminate and comes right back in, he could still get bitten by a
mosquito. And mosquitos sometimes sneak indoors, too! The thick-coated and double-coated breeds like Chows and Malamutes
can still get bitten by mosquitos on areas where the hair is shorter, like their faces and feet. Heartworm preventative is so
inexpensive and easy to administer, there’s really no excuse for neglecting to give it to your dog.

Fortunately, because the heartworm is a canine parasite, cats are much less susceptible to heartworm disease than dogs. The
cat’s immune system makes them fairly resistant to canine heartworms, and if cats do become infected, they have a much
smaller number of adult worms in the heart than dogs do. While heartworm infection in cats is uncommon, your veterinarian
may wish to perform a heartworm test on any cat that exhibits asthma-like symptoms (i.e., wheezing or coughing).

All dogs at BAHS that are over six months of age are tested for heartworms prior to adoption. When a dog tests positive for
heartworms, we may elect to treat the dog if it is a highly adoptable dog. We assume that any dog that we obtain whose
previous history is unknown has a large heartworm burden, and we pre-treat these dogs with an antibiotic called doxycycline to
minimize potential complications after the arsenical treatment. Our biggest problem is the great expense involved in heartworm
treatment, often several hundred dollars per dog. We gratefully thank the HALO organization for their support in funding the
treatment of a number of our adoptees. If you would like to make a monetary donation to help us in the battle against heartworm
disease, just write “heartworm treatment” in the memo line on your check to Belleville Area Humane Society. And don’t forget-
monthly preventative and annual heartworm testing are the best ways to keep your favorite pooch healthy and heartworm-free!

Heartworm Disease: A Hidden Danger
by Noelle R. Miles, DVM

What’s 12 to 14 inches long, is spread by mosquitos, and kills dogs? If you answered “a heartworm”,
you’re correct! These nasty parasites live in the right side of the heart and pulmonary arteries, and with
each beat of the heart, damage the heart valves and the lining of the heart. Because they live in the
circulatory system, you will never see a dog pass a heartworm. Instead, these worms insidiously
damage the heart and mechanically plug it up, creating right-sided heart failure. We live in an endemic
area for heartworms; our mosquito population is so dense, that 85% of dogs that are not on heartworm
prevention will at some point in their lives become infected with this parasite.

Fortunately, heartworms are easy to prevent! Once your dog has had a negative blood test for heartworms, your veterinarian will
prescribe a chewable medication to give once a month, year-round to prevent him from becoming infected. Year-round prevention
is extremely important; the American Heartworm Society recommends year-round prevention for our geographic area because we
are far south enough to get an occasional 65-degree day, even in the winter months, when mosquitos may be active. We
routinely see dogs who have stopped taking preventative during the cooler months become infected with heartworms. If a dog
does become infected with heartworms, treatment is possible with an arsenical compound given by injection into the lower back
muscles. This kills the heartworms, but often causes the dog to become lethargic and inappetent for up to a week. If the
heartworms have permanently damaged the heart, the dog may not be a good candidate for treatment, or may continue to
exhibit signs of heart failure even after the worms have been killed. Dogs who have clinical signs of heart failure (coughing, pale
mucous membranes, fluid build-up in the abdomen) may need to receive medication to stabilize heart function prior to attempting
treatment.

Common myths concerning heartworms include, “My dog’s an indoor dog-he can’t get heartworms!” or, “My Malamute has such
thick hair that I don’t have to worry about mosquitos biting him.” The truth is that ALL dogs can get heartworms, even dogs that
live indoors. Even if the dog goes outside for 90 seconds to eliminate and comes right back in, he could still get bitten by a
mosquito. And mosquitos sometimes sneak indoors, too! The thick-coated and double-coated breeds like Chows and Malamutes
can still get bitten by mosquitos on areas where the hair is shorter, like their faces and feet. Heartworm preventative is so
inexpensive and easy to administer, there’s really no excuse for neglecting to give it to your dog.

Fortunately, because the heartworm is a canine parasite, cats are much less susceptible to heartworm disease than dogs. The
cat’s immune system makes them fairly resistant to canine heartworms, and if cats do become infected, they have a much
smaller number of adult worms in the heart than dogs do. While heartworm infection in cats is uncommon, your veterinarian
may wish to perform a heartworm test on any cat that exhibits asthma-like symptoms (i.e., wheezing or coughing).

All dogs at BAHS that are over six months of age are tested for heartworms prior to adoption. When a dog tests positive for
heartworms, we may elect to treat the dog if it is a highly adoptable dog. We assume that any dog that we obtain whose
previous history is unknown has a large heartworm burden, and we pre-treat these dogs with an antibiotic called doxycycline to
minimize potential complications after the arsenical treatment. Our biggest problem is the great expense involved in heartworm
treatment, often several hundred dollars per dog. We gratefully thank the HALO organization for their support in funding the
treatment of a number of our adoptees. If you would like to make a monetary donation to help us in the battle against heartworm
disease, just write “heartworm treatment” in the memo line on your check to Belleville Area Humane Society. And don’t forget-
monthly preventative and annual heartworm testing are the best ways to keep your favorite pooch healthy and heartworm-free!

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50 Years and Counting
It seems like the Belleville Area Humane Society has

always been around to help local pets looking for homes.  In
reality, they opened their doors in Feb, 1959.

What started as an idea by two women sitting on a front
porch became reality in 1959 when the formation of the
Belleville Area Humane Society was completed with the
election of the first board of directors and officers.  Inez
Uphoff, Georgeana Frick, Marilyn Heidelberg and about 20
other area residents chartered the society to help stray, abused
and unwanted animals.  At that time there was no shelter
building.  Animals were kept by members at their homes.
Sometimes members would have as many as 12 animals at a
time.

Five years later, the society housed animals in a wooden
barn on a small tract of land it bought at 1301 South 11th St.
Within another five years, the society had raised enough
money to build a small cinder block shelter with cages and
pens on the land.  It eventually was enlarged to include small
runs, small cages, an office and a kitchen.  In 1989, an
addition valued at $100,000 started which is essentially the
structure we use today.

The Humane Society's back bone has always been it's
volunteer base.  Many people gave much of their lives to help
the animals that have come through the shelter.  Inez Uphoff
was instrumental in the banning of steel traps that used to
injure many animals in the 50s and 60s.  Carol Lesko was a
long-time president who gave many years of her life to the
shelter.  Waldo Hamann donated dog houses for 20 or more
years.  The list goes on and on.  I am a new member and wish
I would have had the pleasure to meet and speak with many
of those who are not even with us anymore.

All of our work is possible because of the generous
donations we receive.  You can do your part for homeless pets
by giving to this years membership drive and by having your
pet spayed or neutered.  Please find the enclosed membership
envelope within this newsletter.  Your gift will be used to care
for the animals who rely on the Humane Society.  Thank you
in advance for your consideration and generosity.
