	Fostering is an integral part of our group as it allows us to place dogs into loving homes while they wait for a permanent adoptive family. Due to the large number of homeless animals arriving at local shelters on a daily basis, it is not possible to save room for all of them.  Rescue groups, through their foster homes program, are able to pull out dogs and cats from shelters and these animals are given the chance at life they deserve.

Being a foster parent entails taking a homeless dog into your home and providing a home environment while evaluating behavior around other dogs, children, and observing the dog’s personality, attitude and temperament. This may include helping with house training, separation anxiety issues, shyness, jumping, and just plain house manners. Finding  and placing the dog in a forever home is the sole responsibility of Strays from the Heights.  We advertise our dogs in foster care and available for adoption in our two websites and adoption forums and, ocassionally, in newspapers.  Our adoption process guidelines are available at our website: http://www.sfth.petfinder.org

	Taking a homeless dog into your home facilitates successful adoptions in innumerable ways. Most important is the love and attention you can offer a dog in foster care. Many stray dogs need to learn to rebuild trust in people after having been given up or abandoned. Also, by helping with socialization and some basic training, you will make a dog more attractive candidate to a potential adopter. Some homeless animals have lived on the street and will benefit greatly from a regular routine. Still others have spent too much time confined in a shelter and will need lots of opportunity to play and explore. 

When matching a dog with a foster family, we do our best to meet the needs of both. We take into consideration animals already in the home, work schedules, time commitment and size constraints. 
 

In return for opening your home and offering your love, your reward is a warm lap, a wagging tail, and the knowledge that you helped save a life. The more foster homes we have, the more animals we are able to save.
