 Foster Application and Terms of Agreement

Please read before submitting your application.

As the fostering party I agree to the following terms and conditions:
The fostering party must take into full consideration that this is a special needs dog, most are deaf and or partially blind; some are deaf and totally blind.  If you consent to the terms and conditions below we will provide you with a link to learn appropriate hand and touch signals you and your family will need to learn to communicate with this dog, and or you will be able to take a class held once every 2 months by White Angels Hope  or when needed.
I fully understand that White Angels Hope Rescue has full and superior rights to the foster dog.  White Angels Hope Rescue reserves the right to pull this dog from your home at any time if we feel he or she is not being treated in a proper manner.  We find our own adopters and ask that the foster home not take it upon them selves to advertise this dog for adoption at any time.  We do our own home visits for potential adopters unless otherwise arranged. Foster may be asked to bring the dog to meet a family or person or for that family or person to come to foster home to meet the dog.
As a Foster Parent I agree to provide nutritious meals, fresh water, grooming, a safe environment within my home for this foster dog.   This dog will not be tethered, tied or chained at any time.  I agree to arrange my family’s schedule so that the dog is seldom left alone for more than eight hours at a stretch. I agree to play with, pet and give attention to my foster dog when I am home. I agree to let White Angels Hope Rescue know if there is any change in the health of the dog and will get clearance before I get anything other then emergency care for my foster dog. I will check my foster dog regularly for any signs of illness. I will do frequent flea and tick checks on my foster dog.  I will not leave this dog tied up outside a store or restaurant at any time and I will never leave this dog in a car or truck unattended.  The dog is never to be driven in the back of a pick up truck.  Windows in a vehicle should never be open or left open when the foster dog is in the car and dog should be leashed at all times unless crated in your vehicle. 

 I will closely supervise my foster dog when around children (especially children, or adults, he/she is not familiar with and other dogs or animals). I will always walk foster dog on a leash close to me, extendable leashes are not an option with these dogs.  A dog run is not a safe environment for a physically-challenged dog neither is a unfenced or partially fenced in backyard or one with a swimming pool. I will not let any children ever walk this dog unless over 18 years of age and trained to be able to give this dog hand or touch commands.  If you have a totally fenced in back yard and none of the above apply then the dog may be let off leash to play.  You must remember this dog is deaf and can not hear commands so its best to keep an eye on the dog and never let this dog out unsupervised with children, with a lawn mower running or near a swimming pool.  The foster dog is never to be taken out or left on a terrace, even if it has a high fence and you think its safe putting a deaf and or blind dog in that position is not safe.
I understand that all expenses are your own in caring for this foster dog except veterinary costs which you will either be reimbursed for or payment will be made directly to the veterinarian by White Angels Hope Rescue.  White Angels Hope must always be made aware of any veterinary visits and the dog should be taken to a veterinarian that we approve of.  If in the immediate area a member of White Angels Hope may want to accompany you to the veterinarian.
If at any time you decide to adopt this dog yourself an adoption contract must be signed.
