items for the animals at the shelter.  If you would like to donate any items, please 

keep a few things in mind:  (Any flea/tick items need to go straight to the vet clinic.) 

 -Anything but Hartz or Biospot products 

 -Sprays are good as they are much cheaper to use and go a longer way 

 -Powders can be used on the little puppies & kittens that can't be sprayed 

 -Nothing with pyrethrine as this is toxic 

Also, if you go to the Frontline website you can download a coupon for Frontline.  

Buy 6 doses, get one free.  If everyone who already uses Frontline will get the 

coupon for the free dose, you can donate the free dose to the shelter!

We were worried that he might not ever warm up to us or get used 

to his new life.  However, he sounded like a great match that we decided to go for it.  So we drove up to Memphis over 

Thanksgiving to meet our new best friend.  We named him ôPresleyõ because although he would become a New Orleans dog, he 

couldn't forget his Memphis roots.  Itõs been six months now, and we cannot be happier!  Presley immediately became part of the 

family and seems to be the happiest dog ever.  And, he loves New Orleans.  Between crawfish, parades, streetcars, and horse-

drawn carriages, there is something new for him to sniff and howl at every day.  He is also one of the best behaved dogs I have 

ever known.  He never chews anything but his own toys and gets along great with other dogs.  My fianc®õs family has two dogs of 

their own and he goes over there for play days all the time without any problems.  We really could not imagine life without Presley. 

 Ever since we adopted Presley, we have been learning more and more about local animal shelters and how we could get 

involved.

adoption area when I noticed him in his kennel with his eyes begging for someone to rescue him.  I then saw him sneezing and 

knew that he didnõt have much longer if he stayed at the shelter so I wrote on his kennel card for someone to call me before 

anything bad happened to him.  Tracy Dunlap, the wonderful MAS Volunteer Coordinator, called me and I told him I would foster 

Andy.  I took him to my vet.  They said he had a cold and gave him a shot and some medicine.  In three days, he was all better.  This 

turned out to be the best decision I could have made.  He quickly became best buds with my dog (pictured together on top right) 

and he was part of the family while at our house.  His adorable howling  

and spunkiness were a joy to have around.  I couldnõt believe that  

someone had lost this wonderful dog and didnõt come looking for him.   

Itõs terrible to think that if I hadnõt have made the decision to foster  

him, without even taking him out of the kennel, he would not be around. 

It sickens me to know that there are so many òAndyõsó out there that  

donõt have someone to give them a second chance.  Please consider  

adopting a pet from the shelter or being a foster parent.  I canõt even  

begin to describe the rewards.  So many more pets, just like Andy, can  

be saved if they are given a little bit more time.
