NEWS TO KNOW  

 ʾMAS has a new adoption site for the 2nd & 4th Saturdays at the Wal-Mart at 577 N. 

Germantown Road & Trinity.  They are trying to set up a cat/kitten & maybe puppy 
adoption day on certain Fridays at the Hollywood Feed in midtown.  MAS will have 

three sites per month once a few kinks for this are worked out. 
 ʾTwo ordinances making their way through the Memphis City Council are designed 

to help control the animal population & cut down on unethical breeders.  The 
ordinances require three readings before becoming law. 
Spay-Neuter Ordinance: Requires most dogs & cats to be sterilized by the time they 
are six months old.  It also requires breeders to get a $1,000 annual license from 

the city.  Penalty: $50 per each unaltered cat or dog.  Breeders would be fined $50 

per dog each day the breeder is out of compliance.   
Ordinance banning roadside sale of animals: Bans people from selling any animals in 

most public places, including along roads, in parking lots & parks.  Penalty: $50 per 
animal.  It allows for rescue groups, shelters & the humane society to do adoptions.   

 ʾ  Tennessee lawmakers are trying diligently to curb bad breeding operations by 
regulating breeders and creating an inspection process.  State Senator Doug 

Jackson is proposing legislation that he hopes will put an end to what many call 
puppy mills.  The bill would require any breeder with more than 20 animals to pay a 

$500 licensing fee to the state. If you have more than 40, it goes up to $1,000. 
Commercial breeders would also be inspected yearly.  View the proposed bill.

Sweet is not 

Always Safe  

When working in your yard this spring, 
consider the safety of the animals in your 

neighborhood.  Cocoa mulch has a sweet-
smell attractive to pets but also may be 

deadly to dogs and cats if ingested.  It 
contains two key ingredients found in 

chocolate: theobromine and caffeine. 
Similar to eating chocolate, pets that eat 

just a few ounces of cocoa mulch may 
start having stomach problems, which 

become worse as more is ingested.  So, 
when purchasing mulch, make sure itõs 

safe for pets.  Even if you donõt have your 

own pets, neighbors may have dogs and 
cats that walk where you have mulch.  Itõs 

better to be safe than sorry.   

New name, still the same  

March 11, 2009 - The Animal Protection Association officially became Mid-South 

Spay & Neuter Services earlier this month.  Chartered in 1978 as a nonprofit 
focusing on a variety of animal welfare issues, the organization has been strictly 

focused on spay and neuter for over ten years.  In 2005, the group opened its 
own nonprofit spay and neuter clinic near the University of Memphis. 

"This is a significant change for us," says Debbie Merino, board president 
and longtime volunteer for the organization.  "With the grow th of the clinic and 

increasing awareness of what we do, we felt the name change would better 
clarify our mission, which is addressing the problem of pet overpopulation." 

Since 2005 the clinic has performed almost 7,000 surgeries.  It offers a 
lower cost alternative for individuals, especially for those who might not 

ordinarily be able to afford the cost of a veterinary visit. 
"We are not in competition with vet clinics," adds Merino.  "In fact, we work 

cooperatively with them.  We do not offer any other veterinary services besides 

spay and neuter, and our target market is comprised of those who wouldn't get 
their pet fixed if our clinic were not available." 

The name change will also help brand the clinic more effectively.  "We often 
get calls about animal cruelty and other issues," says Executive Director Amy 

Kalkbrenner.  "We redirect those calls to the appropriate agencies.  With our 
new name, there is no confusion regarding our purpose."

 Pet care is more than providing food, water and shelter.  Pet care also includes tagging your pet.  According to the 
National Council on Pet Population Study and Policy, about 1 million dogs and half a million cats are taken into U.S. animal 

shelters as strays each year.  Sadly, only 15 percent of those dogs and 2 percent of those cats are reunited with their owners.  
Why?  Their owners failed to put identification on their animals.  Even the most responsible pet owners can be accidently or 

unexpectedly separated from their pets.  
 There are so many pets that end up lost and never get home because they canõt tell anyone where they live.  If you 

donõt have identification on your pet, please take the time to do so TODAY.
